The AEGIS convoy detained a second
individual. D/1-8 IN is taking custody of the AIF detained by AEGIS. EOD conducted
post blast and reports IED was an unknown type of munition surface laid on the shoulder
of the north bound lane with an unknown type of initiation system. The surviving LN
says he and the other LN were traveling home when stopped by the Crescent Security
Group and told to get on the ground. Once the 2xLN complied, the CSG began to fire in
the direction of the LNs. The CSG engaged both LNs, hitting their motorcycle and
killing one LN.
