MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SF Interpreter, Forward Operating
Base (FOB) Robinson, 5 April 2006

1. Iinterviewed Mr.[(9I(&8at Forward Operating Base (FOB) Robinson, vicinity of
Sangin, Helmand Proviuce, Afghanistan, on 5 April 2006. The purpose of the interview
was to ascertain Mr. [(§)[(5) 8 actions on the night of 28-29 March 2006, during the
attack by enemy forces on the FOB. Also present at the interview was Mr.[BIO N
()][(®H] contract employee of L3 Communications, acting as my interpreter.

2. Through the course of other interviews, and in talking with Mr.[(5)[(5)J] it was clear
that he had participated in the firefight from the Special Forces compeund. Mr.[(9)I(G)F
was awakened that night by explosions and small arms fire. He had been sleepirg in his
room, which is a connex in the center of the SF compound. Upon realizing that the FOB
was under attack, Mr.[(§)[(5 Bisecured an AK with one magazine and positioned himself
at the NW corner of the SF compound behind a Hesco barrier.

3. Noting that the enemy fire was originating from the castle ruins, Mr.[()]EFllfired
one magazine from his AK (30 rounds or less) at the likely enemy positicn. by the ruins.
After he had expended his ammo, he then moved to the mortar pit, approximately 25
Meters south from his position, to assist the crew there in whatever way he could. SFC

OIGRWG)and SFC[HIGHBIGM were crewing the mortar.

4. The location from which Mr.[(8)[(5)B asserts he fired from is consistent with
available cover and allowed him to angage the enemy positions. This corner of the SF
compound did not have an assigned vehicle, as the sector was covered by the ETT and
ANA sectors in the base fire plan. From this position, it is physically impossible for a
firer to hit the eastern-facing doors of the connexes, generator and tent south of the ETT
compound, where bullet holes were evident (see enclosure 1).
