Jalaluddin Haqqani’s Son Killed In Drone Attack: Dawn
A son of veteran Afghan militant commander Jalaluddin Haqqani was killed in 
Thursday’s US drone attack on a village in North Waziristan. Official sources 
said here on Friday that Mohammad Haqqani, 22, was killed along with three 
other militants in the missile strike on a house and a vehicle in Derga Mendai, 
five kilometers west of Miramshah. They said that Mohammad Haqqani was 
actively taking part in the Taliban fight against US-led NATO forces in 
Afghanistan and that he was in the area to attend a funeral when the US drone 
fired two missiles at his vehicle, killing him and his three associates. His elder 
brother Siraj Haqqani is on the US list of most wanted militants. (Source:

US Marines Seize Taliban Headquarters in Marjah: Daily Times
After a fierce gun battle, US Marines seized a strongly defended compound on 
Friday that appears to have been Taliban headquarters, complete with photos 
of fighters posing with their weapons, dozens of Taliban-issued ID cards and 
graduation diplomas allegedly from a training camp in Pakistan. The Taliban, 
who had been using the field office just south of Marjah’s town centre, 
abandoned it by the end of the day’s fighting, as Marines converged on them 
from all sides, escalating operations to break resistance in this Taliban 
stronghold in southern Helmand province. Marines from Lima Company, 3rd 
Battalion, 6th Marines fought their way south from the town centre on Friday 
after residents told them that several dozen insurgent fighters had regrouped 
in the area.

Concern over Civilians Slows NATO Advance: Frontier Post
Whenever Afghanistan’s Taliban turn up the heat in the battle with US 
Marines, the troops have to think twice before retaliating or calling in air strikes 
in order to avoid civilian casualties. That caution is guiding a NATO and 
Afghan military offensive designed to break the Taliban’s grip on their last big 
stronghold, in Helmand province, without alienating the local population. But 
while the strategy may raise chances of local government officials winning the 
trust of Afghans as they try to stamp their authority, it may also delay the end 
of the assault in Marjah district and put NATO forces in danger.

Jamaran, a multi-mission destroyer, can carry 120-140 personnel on board and is armed with a variety 
of anti-ship and surface-to-air missiles. It has a top speed of up to 30 knots and has a helipad. (Source:

Russia Urges Iran to Be More Cooperative With Int'l Community: SABA
Russia called on Iran Friday to be more cooperative with the international community on the nuclear 
issue, according to Xinhua. "Tehran must cooperate more broadly and actively with the International 
Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) and the six countries (the UN Security Council's five permanent 
members plus Germany), which should have access to information on the Iranian nuclear program,"

suicide bomber dressed in an Afghan Border Patrol (ABP) uniform detonated on COP 


Churgatah Khowst Province, Tirzaye District, resulting in   2 US KIA and 5 US WIA. 


The bomber dressed in an ABP uniform and entered the COP using a path leading up to a 


guard tower used by ABP.  Once inside, the bomber passed by ABP living quarters and 


entered the area used for US living quarters.  Analyst Comment:  Although no group has 


claimed responsibility for the attack, a body of previous reporting indicates that the 


Haqqani Network (HQN) planned to carry out attacks against CF bases with the use of 


Afghan Border Patrol (ABP) and Afghan National Security Forces (ANSF) 


uniforms/equipment. The HQN carried out a recent attack on outpost Margah using an 


ABP vehicle on March 10, 2010. 
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
